Nuatali works openly and 
cooperatively with the community to position Newcastle as Australia’s most 
sustainable city. She is married with 3 children and was born and bred in 
Newcastle. 
 

 

 
Peter Gibbs is the founder of the Indigenous Police Recruiting 
Our Way and Newcastle City Council Ambassador. IPROWD is a specialist 
program to assist Aboriginal people to gain entry to the NSW Police 
Academy at Goulburn which is the first step to becoming an officer in the 
NSW Police Force. 
 
 

 

 

Sister Diana Santleben established Zara’s House, a centre in 
Jesmond where refugee women can meet, make friends and share 
skills. Sister Diana received the Newcastle Citizen of the Year award on 
Australia Day 2017 in recognition of her work with refugees and Zara’s 
House.
